There were no minutes recorded at the last National and Debriefing Conferences held in Queensland
4.
State Reports
a) NSW - George Watt reviewed the poor attendance of Corsairs at NSW events.  Entries in the last state titles were 6 boats and 4 boats each at the Budgewoi & Forster venues.  No NRC boats had attended an event during the year.   A change in the NSW leadership 2 years ago was blocking NSW Cadets from attending events.  

b) QUEENSLAND - Aaron Hunt reported that Queensland was getting 10-18 boats including cadets to their events.  

c) QUEENSLAND NRC - Dean Steinback spoke of the YA turning away cadet units because of the cavitation fee.  He felt that  the Association/sailing clubs should lobby the YA and seek an exemption for NRC units since they were all fully insured by the Commonwealth

The Treasurer’s report was received (proposed A Hunt, seconded G Watt).  The report shows that members’ funds total $1135.51.  Income was:- $10 for affiliation fees from NSW & 27.45 interest.  There was no expenditure.  It was noted that Queensland is unfinancial and owes affiliation fees of $20 for the last 2 years.
