General Business
a) Congratulations were given to the 39th National Champion, George Watt.  Congratulations were extended to the Queens Lake Sailing Club for a well run event. b) 40th Nationals – Options

i)   Tasmania – it was felt that this venue was too indeterminate

ii)  Queensland – possibly at Cootharabah or Humpybong

iii)  NSW could do it at short notice at Budgewoi

iv)  Change the time format towards end of  January

It was resolved (proposed A Chapman, seconded G Watt) that Queensland investigate the possibility of hosting the 40th Nationals, look at a new time frame around the end of January, and report back in one month.  In the event of this not materialising, NSW is given the authority to host the event. 

c) National Funds
As noted in the National Conference the Treasurer is holding funds of $1135.51.  Discussion followed on the purpose of these funds – e.g. printing, refurbishment of National trophies & engraving.  Further discussion arose re funding pro-rata to defray any debt remaining from a National event.  

It was resolved that:  Whilst there are only 2 active states, half the National funds at a date could be made available to cover any short fall caused to a state hosting a National event.  Moved: George Watt, seconded Aaron Hunt.

d) Registrars Report
